RENTER’S REBATE PROGRAM - ELDERLY & DISABLED RENTERS: Eligible
persons may apply for the program through October 1 and should contact Coventry Human
Services Office (860-742-5324) for questions and to schedule an appointment. The Office of
Policy and Management provides for payments ranging from $50-$900 to qualified married
persons and $50-$700 to qualifying single persons. The rebate amount is based on a graduated
income scale and the amount of rent and utility payments (excluding telephone) made in the
previous calendar year.

FOOD BANK PLEA: The Coventry Food Bank shelves are in need of restocking. We are in
need of the following non-perishable items; canned fruit, tomato sauce, ravioli, boxed potatoes,
white/brown rice, breakfast items, jelly pancake mix, syrup, muffin mix, gluten free/salt
free/sugar free items, coffee/tea, condiments: mayo, mustard, ketchup, paper products: napkins,
paper towels, cleaning products: dish soap, laundry detergent, personal hygiene items:
