At the time of commencement of the public hearing, the applicant
shall submit an affidavit, in a form provided by the Land Use Office, certifying
that all required signs have been posted and maintained in accordance with the
Regulations, or that the signs were posted as required above and that the applicant
made reasonable efforts to maintain the signs for the required posting period.

It is recommended that the signs be placed
on plywood backing, wrapped in plastic, and attached to a post in the ground. Be sure
signs do not interfere with traffic visibility.
